JOHOR GETS THE NOD FOR MASTERS FINALS
Having the distinction of organizing three Asian Championships and the 2009 Malaysian Open Grand Prix Gold in June, the city of Johor Baru has been selected to host the season ending YONEX-SUNRISE BWF World Super Series Masters Finals from 2 to 6 December.
Johor, a state in the south of Malaysia bordering Singapore, also hosted the Asian Championships from 2006 to 2008, and the competition venue is familiar to many of those likely to compete.
The BWF World Super Series is a 12-leg circuit which offers minimum total prize money of US$200,000 for each event. For the Finals, the prize pool is US$500,000 with the winners of the men’s and women’s singles pocketing US$40,000 each for their success.

“Once again, we would like to record our appreciation to the BAM for taking up the challenge of hosting the Masters Finals and we are pleased to announce Johor Baru as the venue,” said BWF Chief Operating Officer Thomas Lund.

“With several of Malaysia’s leading players well placed to qualify for the Finals, the BWF is confident the fans will come out in full support of the event.

The format of the Masters Finals remains unchanged with the top eight ranked players/pairs in the Super Series ranking, qualifying for the Finals. This, however, is limited to a maximum of two entries per event per Member Association.

The event involves pool play in groups followed by a cross-over stage leading to the semi-finals and finals of the event on Sunday 6 December.
